Obligation of bidders: 

Each bidder is obliged to submit the bid in writing on a prescribed form that is integral part of this invitation, in accordance with the technical assignment (specification), in a manner, under conditions and within deadline defined by this invitation.

Code of Conduct of NIS j.s.c. Novi Sad:

A bidder is obliged to get acquainted with provisions of the Code of Conduct, reference No. ПО-12.02.03, adopted by the Decision No.: НМ_049000/НД-оd/000990 from 2nd June 2014, and which is published on official website of NIS j.s.c. Novi Sad:  www.nis.eu
Bid price and currency:

A bidder is obliged to state in the bid:

- fixed unit price for each item from technical assignment in EUR, total value of the bid in EUR  without VAT, at DAP Zrenjanin, the Republic of Serbia (Buyer’s warehouse)
Bid option and payment terms:

- Bid option cannot be less than 90 days from the day of bid opening.

- Payment is deferred within 60 days from the date on invoice.

Agreement model:

A bidder is obliged to accept the Buyer’s model of standard agreement with specification as well as anti-corruption agreement.

In order to fulfil qualification conditions, a bidder is obliged to submit the following documents (Main qualification criteria):

1. A decision by the competent authority confirming that the bidder is not in the procedure of forced settlement, bankruptcy or liquidation, i.e. that the bidder did not cease with business operations – pursuant to a court or any other decision with binding effect. 

2. A confirmation by the tax authority on non-existence of any debts regarding taxes and duties (this confirmation is not a confirmation on financial position)

3. A document signed by the bidder on acceptance of a standard Contractor’s Agreement that is integral part of the bidding documents.
4. Bidder’s confirmation to ensure a guarantee period of at least 12 months.
5. Bidder’s confirmation with which it guarantees delivery of new, original and unused spare parts fully correspond with technical assignment.
6. The smallest bid unit is one complete LOT from specification.
Methods for submission of bids:

Bidders are obliged to submit the bid separately as:

1. Technical and qualification part of a bid, and 
2. Commercial part of a bid.
A bid that is not divided into a technical and commercial part shall be disqualified. 
Technical and qualification part must contain all documents required by the technical assignment and qualification criteria and cannot contain the price or any document regarding the price at all.
Commercial part must contain documents regarding the price. 

Both sets of documents shall be submitted in two copies – the original and a copy, provided that technical and qualification documents are submitted on a CD. 

Late bids shall be returned unopened to senders with an official letter.

Contracting Parties mutually agree:

that on _________  201___, entered into the AGREEMENT on procurement of material and technical resources, capital assets and services for purposes of capital construction, registered with __________ NAFTAGAS – _________________, No. __________ from ________ 201____ (hereinafter referred to as the Agreement); 

Contracting Parties enter into the Annex hereof as in the following wording.

Article 2

2.1. Contracting Parties shall work together in order to prevent any corruption conduct and hereby shall declare to act during execution of the Agreement hereof to this end (hereinafter referred to as the Commitment). 
2.2. Contracting Parties acknowledge and agree to bear responsibility for all sanctions prescribed by the applicable law and the Agreement hereof in the event of acts performed contrary to the Commitment.  

Article 3

3.1. In terms of execution of the Agreement hereof, the Contracting Parties, their subsidiaries, employees or agents/representatives/authorised persons shall not pay nor offer to make any payment directly or indirectly to any persons with the aim to influence such persons’ activities or decisions to gain any illegal benefits or any other illegal goals.
3.2. Contracting Parties shall not, during execution of their respective obligations under the Agreement hereof, and shall cause their subsidiaries, employees or agents/representatives/authorised persons not to undertake any activities that according to the law applicable to the Agreement hereof are qualified as: receiving or giving bribe, trading in influence, abuse of power, money laundering or any other act subject to sanctioning for the purpose of commercial bribery. 

Article 4

4.1. In the event that one Contracting Party suspects that the other Contracting Party performed any act or may perform any act contrary to the Commitment, such Contracting Party is obliged to notify the other Contracting Party in writing thereof, within period that reliably enables prevention of consequences or at least their minimisation. In written notification the Contracting Party is obliged to refer to facts and/or submit materials/evidence that, according to the Contracting Party, truly confirm or provide basis for assumption that the other Contracting Party acted or may perform any act contrary to the Commitment. Contracting Party submitting such notification shall be entitled to inform the other Contracting Party therein on termination of obligations from the Agreement hereof until receipt of a written confirmation from the other Contracting Party that no acts contrary to the Commitment have been performed nor shall be performed. The other Contracting Party may deliver such written confirmation within 10 (ten) calendar days from the day of receipt of such written confirmation from the Contracting Party. 

4.2. In the event that the other Contracting Party fails to deliver the written confirmation to the Contracting Party within deadline stated in the previous paragraph, then the Contracting Party shall be entitled to unilaterally terminate the Agreement hereof by sending the other Contracting Party a termination notice. Contracting Party that unilaterally terminated the Agreement hereof shall be entitled to claim indemnity of regular (real) damage resulting from such termination.
Article 5

5.1. All other provisions of the Agreement shall remain unchanged unless contrary to the provisions of the Annex hereof. Exceptionally, if any provision of the Agreement is contrary to provisions from the Annex hereof, such provision shall be adjusted to provisions of the Annex hereof, otherwise it shall cease to apply.
Article 6

6.1. The Annex hereof shall be deemed concluded as of the day of signing thereof by authorised representatives of both contracting parties, and if the authorised representatives did not sign it on the same day, then the Annex shall be deemed concluded on the date on which it is signed by the last Contracting Party.
6.2. The Annex hereof is made in 2 (two) identical counterparts, 1 (one) counterpart for each Contracting Party.

6.3. Contracting Parties agree to have read and understood the Annex hereof and that its provisions fully represent their true will.

1. SUBJECT MATTER OF THE AGREEMENT
1.1. The Seller shall deliver the goods for production and technical purposes (hereinafter referred to as Goods) in accordance with the name, quantity, quality and deadlines stipulated by provisions of the Agreement hereof, and the Buyer shall accept and pay for received Goods, in accordance with this Agreement and Attachment No. 1. 

1.2. Name, assortment, quantity, quality, price and deadlines, terms and procedure for delivery of Goods, payment methods, the Buyer, and other conditions both Contracting Parties agreed on, are attached to the Agreement hereof (hereinafter referred to as Attachment No. 1).

2. QUANTITY, QUALITY AND INTEGRITY OF GOODS
2.1. Goods being delivered, stated in Attachment No. 1, shall have to comply regarding quality and integrity with conditions stipulated by corresponding standards, technical regulations, technical specification or any other technical documents that refer to each particular type of Goods. Corresponding Document of Conformity is submitted together with the Goods and, if required or stipulated, the Goods shall have to be marked by corresponding conformity marking. Document of Conformity may be one of the following documents: declaration of conformity, a testing report, certificate on product quality, certificate on control or any other document verifying the conformity of products with the prescribed requirements. Type of Document of Conformity, depending on the type of products, shall be determined according to technical specification. 

2.2. The Seller shall, pursuant to provisions of Item 5.4 of the Agreement hereof, give to the Buyer all documents related to the Goods, without additional charge, which, among other things, include: technical characteristics of a product, Declaration of Conformity, instructions for use (application) and maintenance, instructions for use and safe operation, safety data sheet for hazardous chemicals, technical booklet, technical documentation for manufacture of non-standard equipment and goods, and also other required documentation. 

2.3. Guarantee period for Goods, if exists for that type of Goods, shall be defined according to technical documentation of the Goods or any other document that is submitted to the Buyer. In any case, guarantee for the Goods stated in Attachment No. 1 is a lifetime guarantee, or use of goods according to manufacturer's instructions, from the date of commencement of use of the Goods. Expiration of lifetime, if exists for that type of Goods, is determined according to applicable standards and technical conditions of the Goods. 

2.4. The Seller shall at own expense eliminate any non-conformities arising during guarantee period stated in Item 2.3. and in accordance with the following procedure:

2.4.1. when the Buyer established non-conformities of the Goods, the Buyer shall inform the Seller in writing thereof and require from the Seller to eliminate such non-conformity;

2.4.2. the Seller shall upon receipt of the notification from Item 2.4.1.:

2.4.2.1. as soon as possible, and not later than 3 (three) calendar days from the receipt of the notification from Item 2.4.1., notify the Buyer in writing on deadline and manners for elimination of non-conformity, provided that the deadline for elimination of non-conformity cannot be longer than 7 (seven) calendar days from the receipt of the notification from Item 2.4.1.;

2.4.2.2. as soon as possible start with their elimination and ensure priority in order to eliminate non-conformity. 

2.5. Guarantee period for the Goods, after elimination of non-conformity, shall be prolonged in accordance with the following rules:

2.5.1. in the event of a minor repair of the Goods, i.e. part of the Goods – guarantee period is prolonged for the period that is equal to the period in which the Buyer was prevented from using the Goods, i.e. part of the Goods;

2.5.2. when the scope of non-conformities is such that their elimination was conducted by replacement or a major repair of the Goods, i.e. part of the Goods – guarantee period for the Goods, i.e. part of the Goods – shall begin again from the date of elimination of non-conformities – and in full duration as stated in Item 2.3.

2.6. If the Seller fails to act fully in accordance with Item 2.4., the Buyer shall have the right, for the purpose of the most efficient and the fastest intervention, to take all measures and required changes or repairs on its own, or through a third party, at the Seller’s expense, without any reduction of own rights stated in the guarantee, and in that case the Seller shall reimburse all costs incurred by the Buyer, within 10 (ten) calendar days from the date of the Buyer’s notification thereof.
2.7. The Seller shall not be liable and shall not be obliged to eliminate any non-conformities arising as a result of the Buyer’s improper handling and use – contrary to provided instructions from the Seller. 

2.8. Efficiency of the intervention from Item 2.4. cannot be reduced if the Buyer and the Seller failed to agree on whether the event from Item 2.7. had occurred or not. After final establishment of responsibility regarding this issue, all costs shall be borne by the Contracting Party whose responsibility was confirmed in such event.
2.9. The Seller shall, in order to ensure regular and quality performance of all contractual obligations, including the event when the Seller fails to perform fully and aware all its contractual obligations during the guarantee period stated in Item 2.3., on the day of execution of the Agreement, give to the Buyer:

· For the Goods whose value net of VAT is higher than 2,500,000.00 RSD a bank guarantee issued by a first-class bank accepted by the Buyer, that is unconditional, irrevocable and payable upon the first written demand, in the form acceptable for the Buyer, with the validity period defined in Attachment 1, and that is stipulated in the currency of the Agreement and issued to 10% of the Contracted price with calculated VAT.

· For the Goods whose value without calculated VAT does not exceed amount of 2,500,000.00 RSD, and is not less than 500,000.00 RSD alternatively, or a bank guarantee with validity period stipulated in Indent 1 of Paragraph hereof or a blank bill of exchange without protest signed by the legal representative of the Seller, certified by the Seller’s seal and registered in the NBS together with bank draft authorisation for filling in and collection, which is also signed by the legal representative of the Seller, at the amount of 10% of the Contracted price with calculated VAT.

· For the Goods whose value does not exceed the amount of 500,000.00 RSD, the Buyer shall decide in each particular event whether to require from the Seller the bill of exchange, i.e. bank guarantee, which is recorded in Attachment 1. If the Buyer requires from the Seller such collaterals, they have to be fully in compliance with the conditions stipulated in Indent 1. and 2. of Paragraph hereof.

3. PACKAGING AND MARKING
3.1. The Goods submitted for transport shall have to be prepared in accordance with requirements of corresponding standards for transport of theta type of Goods.

3.2. The Goods shall be transported in trucks in accordance with applicable standards and regulations for transport of corresponding goods. It is permitted to transport the Goods in the packaging in accordance with technical conditions of the manufacturer that is made specifically for that type of goods. 

3.3. Each truck shall have a delivery note or any other document standard for that type of Goods, which contains the following data: date and number of the parcel, number of packaging, the case and the like, number and date of the Agreement and Attachment hereof, name of the Goods, model (make), and quantity of units of the Goods in packaging. 

3.4. Marking of the Goods shall be done in accordance with applicable standard and shall be written legibly, with waterproof marker on each packaging unit. It is mandatory that marking contains the following data: the Buyer, the Seller and destination. 

Depending on the type of the Goods requiring a special handling (fragile, bulky, heavy, long and the like) there shall be additional marking (”fragile”, ”up”, ”do not throw”, ”do not tumble” and the like), and also other markings. 

3.5. Placing and fastening of goods in means of transport, wagons, containers shall be done in accordance with applicable requirements referring to technical conditions for placing and fastening of goods during transport. 

3.6. The Seller shall bear all costs regarding transport, reloading and keeping of the Goods, and also any other costs arising from shipment of the Goods to a wrong address, due to irregularities and/or inadequate marking.

3.7. The Seller shall bear all costs incurred for loss and/or damage to the Goods due to improper packaging or placing and fastening in the means of transport. 

4. PRICE AND PAYMENT METHOD
4.1. The Seller shall pay for the Goods at prices and conditions stipulated in Attachment No. 1, based on the invoice delivered by the Buyer. The Seller shall send the invoice to the Buyer by registered mail with return receipt or to the address: NАFТАGАS – __________, Street ___________ No.____ , ___________.
4.2. Payment of the Goods shall be done after the Buyer receives the Goods in full quantities within 30 (thirty) working days, i.e. within a different period defined in Attachment No. 1, and starting with the date of delivery of individual invoice to the Buyer when the Goods arrived at their destination, provided that the Buyer had received documents stated in Item 5.4 of the Agreement hereof. 

The Buyer shall be entitled to delay payment for the amount of time which the Seller was late with delivery of the documents stated in Item 5.4 of the Agreement hereof or for the amount of time that is required for the Seller to correct such documents in case the Seller delivered incorrect documents (that contain incorrect information). 

4.3. The Buyer’s payment obligation shall be fulfilled after such payment is effected to the Buyer’s bank, i.e.  after interbank calculation that includes a payment order from the Buyer’s bank, pursuant to the Law on Payment Transactions.

4.4. The price of the Goods, unless otherwise stipulated in Attachment No. 1, shall include costs for transport of the Goods to their destination, and also the price of packaging, packing and marking. 

5. DELIVERY TERMS AND CONDITIONS
5.1. Delivery of the Goods shall be done by dispatch to the Buyer’s address, which is stated in Attachment No. 1, by road transport. 

5.2. Change made by the Seller in terms of destination, which is stated in Attachment No. 1, shall be possible only in case of previous written consent from the Buyer. 

5.3. The Seller’s obligation in terms of delivery of the Goods to the Buyer shall be deemed fulfilled from the moment of handing over the Goods at the destination that is stated in the Buyer’s delivery note in Attachment No. 1 to the Agreement hereof. 

The moment when the Goods are at disposal of the Buyer, and pursuant to that, the delivery date shall be defined according to the date of execution of the Handover Document when the Goods arrived at their destination, which is specified in delivery note of the recipient of the goods in Attachment No.1 to the Agreement hereof, provided that the recipient was given a real possibility to accept the Goods from the carrier in accordance with applicable laws and regulations of the Republic of Serbia. 

Ownership right to the Goods and all risks of loss or breakage (damage) of the Goods shall be transferred from the Seller to the Buyer on the delivery date. 

5.4. The Seller shall send the following documents not later than 5 (five) cаlеndаr days from the delivery date of the Goods:

5.4.1. to the Buyer’s address (pursuant to Item 4.1 of the Agreement hereof):

- original of the invoice for dispatched Goods, made according to applicable regulations of the Republic of Serbia, shall contain: purpose of payment; payment terms; date and number of the Agreement; date and number of Attachment No. 1; numbers of bill of lading; quantity and price of dispatched Goods; payments for transport; other payments agreed with the Buyer; rate and amount of VAT; signatures of authorised persons with attached seal of the Sellers and all mandatory elements of the invoice defined in Article 42 of the VAT Law;

- receipt on acceptance of goods for transport or a copy of a bill of lading;

- documents accompanying the goods that contain the name, assortment and quantities of the Goods;

- original document confirming dispatch of the Goods by the Seller (bill of lading);

5.4.2. to the Buyer’s address stated in Attachment No. 1:

· document specifying technical characteristics of a product, technical booklet on product (if envisaged for that type of Goods);

· Document of Conformity (declaration of conformity, a testing report, certificate on product quality, certificate on control or any other document envisaged for the type of goods that is procured);

· decision on recognition of declarations of conformity (for goods of foreign origin, if required by a corresponding technical regulation);

· certificate of origin in Serbian language or certified translation of a certificate (for goods of foreign origin);

· technical documentation for manufacture of non-standard equipment and goods, and also other required documentation;

· a copy of Unified Customs Document containing data that ensure identification of the Goods being delivered in accordance with Attachment (for the Goods imported to the territory of the Republic of Serbia);

· other documents (if applicable regulations of the Republic of Serbia stipulate their preparation for that type of Goods) stated in Attachment.

Copies of invoices shall be sent to the Buyer at email address mihajlo.nikolic@nis.eu, not later than one day from their date of issue by the Sellers. Invoice and the bill of lading shall refer to the number and the date of the Agreement and Attachment No. 1 pursuant to which the Goods are delivered.  

5.5. The Seller shall within 3 (three) cаlеndаr days from the moment of dispatch of the Goods notify the Buyer thereof in writing.

Notification shall contain the following: date of dispatch, number and date of this Agreement and Attachment thereto, date and number of a bill of lading, short description of the Goods with specified total weight and maximum weight of a specific location. Notification shall be sent by fax to the Buyer’s address. 

5.6. During validity of the Agreement, the Buyer is entitled to additionally specify the scope of the Goods being delivered, delivery terms, dispatch terms, which are stated in Attachment. 

5.7. The Seller is entitled to dispatch the Goods before stipulated deadline or to partially deliver the Goods, but only with prior written consent from the Buyer. 

5.8. If the Seller delays delivery longer than 15 (fifteen) cаlеndаr days, the Buyer is entitled to reject acceptance and payment for the Goods that was late, without stating any reasons and without any reimbursements of costs/losses to the Seller, and to terminate the Agreement. 

5.9. If the Goods being delivered or parts thereof, was manufactured outside the customs territory of the Republic of Serbia, the Seller shall guarantee that the Goods, i.e. parts thereof, being delivered to the Buyer was subject matter of a legal customs procedure and imported to the territory of the Republic of Serbia in compliance with the customs regulations of the Republic of Serbia. All costs/losses that may occur for the Buyer regarding violation of the procedure for import of the Goods or parts thereof to the territory of the Republic of Serbia shall be borne fully by the Seller that shall take responsibility to reimburse such costs/losses of the Buyer according to the written request submitted by the Buyer.

6. ACCEPTANCE OF GOODS ACCORDING TO QUANTITY AND QUALITY
6.1.1. The Buyer shall accept the Goods from the Seller by inspection of conformity of the Goods with requirements stated in technical specification of the Goods, based on which order was placed, pursuant to applicable laws and regulations of the Republic of Serbia and internal documents of the Buyer. 

6.1.2. If a defect and/or damage to the shipment, any non-conformity between the weight of the Goods and/or number of packages specified in the bill of lading (document pertaining to the Goods) is detected in all events during acceptance of the Goods from the Seller and also in all other events, if it is stipulated by rules of transport, the Buyer shall require from the Seller to make a new statement of a carrier regarding such non-conformities.

6.2. Final acceptance of the Goods, according to quantity and quality is done at the Buyer’s location specified in Attachment 1, whereby the Buyer shall act as the authorised representative of the Buyer as follows:

6.2.1. Acceptance of the Goods is done by at least 3 (three) authorised representatives of the Buyer not later than 5 (five) cаlеndаr days from the arrival of the Goods at the delivery site.

6.2.2. The Buyer shall engage competent representatives of other companies and legal entities for acceptance of the Goods (e.g. accredited authorities for conformity assessment).

6.2.3. It is permitted to (partially) inspect quantity and quality of the Goods by using a random sample method so that results obtained by inspection of any part of the Goods may apply to the entire lot.

6.2.4. Acceptance of the Goods according to quantity and quality is done without presence of the Sellers’ representatives unless otherwise stipulated by Attachment No. 1. Upon completion of acceptance of the Goods, the Buyer shall make the Handover Document.

6.2.5. If during acceptance of the Goods it is determined that the Goods is not in compliance with conditions from Attachment No. 1, bills of lading, the Recipient shall suspend any further acceptance, unless acceptance of the entire Goods is done, and ensure keeping of the Goods and make a corresponding report that indicates quantity of inspected Goods and character of detected non-conformity.

6.2.6. Non-conformity of the Goods regarding quantity and quality is determined by the Handover Document (hereinafter referred to as the Document) that shall contain:

6.2.6.1. name of the recipient that made the Document and the name of the Sellers, addresses of the parties 

6.2.6.2. date and number of the Document, place of acceptance of the Goods and making of the Document, date and time of commencement and completion of acceptance of the Goods, names and surnames, functions and names of organisations of persons participating in acceptance process;

6.2.6.3. number and date of the Agreement and Attachment No. 1;

6.2.6.4. date and number of the bill of lading;


6.2.6.5. date and number of the carrier’s statement on deficiencies (if it is made);

6.2.6.6 date and number of the telegram sent to the Sellers’ representatives, date and number of receipt of notification;

6.2.6.7. conditions for keeping of the Goods in the Buyer’s warehouse until acceptance, status on packaging and packing at the moment of inspection of the Goods, responsible persons for sealing and measuring of the goods, total weight of the Goods – actual weight and the weight specified in documents;

6.2.6.8. if deficit in the Goods is detected – accurate quantity of the Goods missing and their value, manner of determining of such deficit of the Goods, conclusion on causes for such deficit;

6.2.6.9. if unfinished Goods is detected – quantity of unfinished Goods and inventory of parts, missing assemblies, during detection of faults of the Goods – conclusion on the nature of detected faults and, if reasonably possible, determination of their cause;

6.2.6.10. other data that, according to the Buyer’s representatives participating in acceptance of the Goods, shall be specified in the Document.

6.2.7. The Document is drawn and signed on acceptance day by all persons participating in acceptance of the Goods, and also by the Sellers’ representative in case of his arrival. 

6.2.8. The document on hidden deficiencies, not detected during acceptance of the Goods, is made upon detection thereof, including period of exploitation (use) of the Goods, if there is a guarantee period – within such period.

6.2.9. The Handover Document shall be sent to the Seller within 7 (seven) cаlеndаr days upon its making. 
6.2.10. All costs regarding return of the Goods, their replacement, subsequent deliveries and completion, including all costs of transport and keeping, shall be borne by the Seller.
7. RESPONSIBILITY OF THE PARTIES
7.1. In the event of delay in delivery of the Goods, as well as delay due to elimination of non-conformities, replacement and completion of the Goods, handover of documentation stated in Item 5.5. of the Agreement hereof, the Buyer shall have the right to claim from the Sellers payment of contractual penalty at the amount of 0,1% of the total price of the Goods, for each cаlеndаr day of delay.

If delivery of the Goods is delayed longer than 10 (ten) cаlеndаr days, the Buyer shall have the right to claim from the Sellers payment of penalty at the amount of 10% of the total price of the Goods with calculated VAT, and also indemnity for any damage sustained by the Buyer.

The Seller shall pay the contractual penalty within 10 (ten) cаlеndаr days from the day of receipt the Buyer’s request thereof.

7.2. The Buyer’s responsibility for any damage caused by violation of any provision of the Agreement, i.e. failure to meet and/or irregular fulfilment and/or partial fulfilment of obligations subject to the Agreement hereof, i.e. Attachment, shall be limited to the amount of 10% of the amount with VAT specified in Attachment No.1. 

7.3. Payment of contractual penalty and claim indemnity shall not relieve the Party from fulfilment of obligations under the Agreement hereof. 
7.4. The Seller shall bear responsibility for any and all damage to the Buyer – among other things, for such damage arising from non-conformity of procured Goods – including litigations initiated against the Buyer, if the Buyer is partially or entirely disabled from using the Goods in accordance with their intended purpose.
7.5. The Parties shall bear responsibility in accordance with applicable laws and regulations of the Republic of Serbia regarding the part not regulated by the Agreement hereof.

8. FORCE MAJEURE 
8.1. Both Contracting Parties shall be relieved from responsibility for failure to fulfil or inadequate fulfilment of obligations under the Agreement hereof in the event of Force Majeure that none of the Parties was able to envisage or avoid or eliminate, and which affected fulfilment of obligations under the Agreement hereof by both Parties.

8.2. Force Majeure shall include, but is not limited to, events that Contracting Parties cannot influence, including earthquake, flood, hurricane and other natural disasters, wars, war operations, fire, decisions and order by the competent state authorities and the management. 

8.3. The Contracting Party prevented from fulfilment of own obligations under the Agreement hereof due to effects of Force Majeure shall within 3 (three) working days inform the other Party in writing about its occurrence and specify data on character of such Force Majeure event, evaluate influence on fulfilment and possible deadline for fulfilment of obligations in accordance with the Agreement hereof. 

8.4. Failure to inform and/or untimely notifying of the other Party, pursuant to Item 8.3 of the Agreement hereof, shall mean loss of rights of the Party to refer to Force Majeure.

8.5. Confirmation of existence and duration of Force Majeure shall be certificates (confirmations) issued by the Chamber of Commerce located at the registered seat of the Sellers and/or Buyer and/or Recipient of the Goods and/or place or occurrence/existence of Force Majeure.

8.6. If the Force Majeure lasts continuously for more than 30 (thirty) days, each Contracting Party shall have the right to unilaterally terminate the Agreement hereof, and shall notify the other Party not later than 5 (five) days before the date of planned termination. In the event of such termination of the Agreement, none of the Parties shall have the right to claim from the other Party reimbursement of costs arising from such termination.

9. RESOLUTION OF DISPUTES 
9.1. Any dispute or controversy arising out of or in connection with the Agreement hereof shall be settled by negotiations. The Contracting Party referring to existence of a dispute shall notify the other Party thereof in writing immediately or not later than 3 (three) cаlеndаr days. 

The Contracting Parties shall, within 3 (three) cаlеndаr days from the delivery of the notification from previous paragraph, commence with negotiations in order to find a mutually agreed solution, and such negotiations shall be completed within 5 (five) working days from the day of commencement of negotiations. Resolution of disputes shall not affect realisation of the subject matter of the Agreement hereof.

In the event of failure to resolve disputes and controversies in negotiations, any dispute shall be settled before the competent court in Novi Sad.  

10. STATEMENT OF OWNERSHIP STRUCTURE
10.1. In the event of any changes in the ownership structure of the Sellers, including beneficiaries (amongst others, the final beneficiaries), and/or changes in the executive bodies of the Sellers, the Seller is obliged to present to NАFТАGАS – __________“ j.s.c., _________  information on such changes by email to the address mihajlo.nikolic@nis.eu within 3 (three) calendar days from the occurrence of such changes, together with the supporting documents.

NАFТАGАS – _________ j.s.c., _________ shall have the right to unilaterally terminate the Agreement in case the Seller fails to fulfil its obligations from Paragraph 1 of Item hereof of the Agreement. In that case, the Agreement hereof shall be considered terminated as of the date when the Seller received a written notice of termination from NАFТАGАS – __________ j.s.c., _________ or from any other date indicated as the termination date in the notice itself.

11. OTHER PROVISIONS
11.1. The Agreement hereof shall enter into force from the moment of its signing by duly authorised representatives of both Parties and shall remain in force until all contractual obligations have been met, regarding settlement of mutual claims – until complete settlement. Attachments to the Agreement shall remain in force until expiry of validity of the Agreement. Expiry of validity of the Agreement hereof shall not mean termination of obligations of Parties pursuant to the Agreement hereof. 

11.2 Contracting Parties agree that the Buyer may at any time terminate the Agreement hereof with delivery of a written notification thereof to the Seller 5 days before the effective day of termination. Contracting Parties shall perform those obligations they are liable to perform (e.g. payment for delivered goods) based on the overview on the day when the Agreement is deemed terminated. The Buyer shall not be held responsible or liable to indemnify any claim sustained by the Seller in this event.

11.3 Any change, amendment and Attachment to the Agreement hereof shall be made in writing and duly signed by authorised representatives of both Parties. Any change, amendment and Attachment made in adequate format and in compliance with provisions of the Agreement hereof shall present its integral and incorporated part.

11.4 In the event of unilateral termination of the Agreement hereof, in the events stipulated by the Agreement hereof and applicable laws and regulations of the Republic of Serbia, the Seller shall within five cаlеndаr days after receipt of notice on termination return to the Buyer any monetary means, obtained from the Buyer in accordance with the Attachment to the Agreement hereof.

11.5 Contracting Parties agree that all information obtained by Parties during realisation of the Agreement hereof shall be deemed confidential and shall not be disclosed, unless consent given from the other Party, except in cases when disclosure of such information is required by statutory and grounded requirements of competent state authorities in accordance with the existing legislation of the Republic of Serbia.

11.6 From the moment of signing of the Agreement hereof any previous correspondence and any previous negotiations of Parties shall lose legal effects.

11.7 In the event that one or several provisions of the Agreement hereof shall become or be deemed as invalid, it shall not have effect on validity of all other provisions of the Agreement hereof and the entire Agreement. 

11.8 The Seller may assign its obligations from the Agreement hereof to any third party, entirely or partially, only with exclusive written consent from the Buyer.

11.9 Legislation of the Republic of Serbia shall govern .relations between Parties in the part that is not regulated by the Agreement hereof. 
11.10 In the event of any discrepancy between provisions of the Agreement hereof, provisions from the Attachment shall prevail.

11.11. The Agreement hereof shall be made in two identical counterparts. One counterpart shall be delivered to the Seller, and one counterpart shall be delivered to the Buyer.
